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ADVANCED MATERIALS AND

bones. Biocomposites, who are pioneers in 
developing synthetic calcium composite 
devices for tissue regeneration, are based at 
Keele University Science and Innovation Park. 

MEDICAL SOFTWARE 

With more than 4,200 people employed in 
computer programming, the area is a growing 
location for companies who develop software 
for the medical sector. Instem develops 
software for the pharmaceutical industry, 
with clients including AstraZeneca and 
GlaxoSmithKline.

Technology businesses, supported by the 
strength of R&D activity locally and the world-
class medical facilities at Keele University. 
Examples include Prokarium, a pre-clinical 
and clinical stage company, and nanoTherics, 
a magnetic nanoparticle transfection 
company.

There are a number of development 
opportunities on this dedicated Science and 
Innovation Park, from lab space to design & 
build as well as support for accessing R&D 
at the University. Innovation Centres here 
have been specially developed for medical 
technology businesses, with state-of-the-
art laboratories and high-spec office space. 
Tenants include Cobra Biologics, Alliance 
Medical and Thea Pharmaceuticals.
